W        hen the late Rabbi Michoel Ber Weissmandl, renowned Holocaust 

rescue activist and Dean of the Nyitra Yeshiva in Mt. Kisko, NY, 

held one of his first lectures to his students after escaping from 

the Nazi inferno, he described how he was approached by a member of the Burial 

Society (chevra kadisha) in his city regarding the urgent issue of securing the safety 

of the Jewish cemetery. Engaged as Rabbi Weissmandl was with the burning matter 

of evacuating as many Jews as possible to safer shores, he politely but firmly told the 

individual, “My dear friend, don’t you see how very tied up I am with the rescue of 

the living?”

“Now,” Rabbi Weissmandel told his students in a broken voice, “now that I 

realize how everything is really in G-d’s Hands, I must admit that I was mistaken 

in that judgment. “Perhaps if I would’ve concerned myself [by caring for their final 

resting places] with rescuing the deceased, whose power transcends that of mortals, 

they, too, would’ve beseeched G-d’s mercy, and I would’ve merited more success in 

rescuing the living.”
