With great emotion, the historic event of erecting the monument
took place at the cemetery in the city of Tyczyn,

A detailed report will follow. Many Ry
tombstones were found, and some

very interesting tombstones,
especially for the family members
who requested the report.

A very moving event took place, attended by
descendants, led by the distinguished benefactors and
community leaders. They gathered in preparation for
establishing this sacred memorial, after the burial site
had been confirmed through the testimonies of natives
of Tyczyn, Rabbi Yitzchak Landa z"l who exerted great
personal effort to identify the exact burial place. After
consultation with leading rabbis, on the holy yahrzeit
day—the 2Ist of Adar—a new monument was
erected. The inscription on the monument was partially
adapted from the Sefer Beracha Shlomo (the chronicles
of the holy Rabbi Shlomo Leib of Tyczyn,), where it is
written that Rabbi Shlomo Leib chose to reside in this
city because it is the resting place of the parents of
Rabbi Elimelech of Lizhensk.

The fence surrounding the cemetery had already been
donated many years ago by our dear friend, Rabbi Shia
Fish shlit"a, together with his noble father, Rabbi
Mordechai Shlomo z”l,. On his mother’s side, he was
a descendant of the holy, Rabbi Elimelech of Lizhensk.
This fence was beautifully constructed by the esteemed
and well-known chassid, Rabbi Mendel Reichberg z”"1

our honored friend, the Chief Rabbi of Poland, Rabbi
M. Schudrich, who stands by our side at all times and
seasons.
